Baby, It’s Cold Outside 
 
Feeling a little house-bound?  Some suggestions to ward  
off winter boredom: 
 
Indoor picnic with all the basics – hot dogs, hamburgers, 
potato salad, popsicles

Use appliances efficiently.  Run only full washer loads, using cold water when you can.  Be 
sure to keep the dryer lint trap clean for maximum efficiency.  Skip the heated dry cycle on 
the dishwasher and air dry instead 

Unplug what you can.  TVs, cable boxes, chargers, peripherals all use electricity even 
when they’re off.  Unplug those not used daily or essential to life, like the timer on the 
coffee maker!
